Requirements for the power of attorney to be notarized outside Russia in order to obtain police clearance
1. Issuance of power of attorney
The power of attorney must be in conformity with the general requirements of the RF laws with regard to such documents, i.e.: 

         
the power of attorney must have no erasures, additions, crossed out words or other non-stipulated amendments; 

         
if there are more than one page in the power of attorney, all pages must be stitched, numbered and sealed; 

        
the issue date of the power of attorney (the one at the top of the document) must be the same as the date of its notarization (the one at the bottom);

        
the power of attorney made in a foreign language (whether in whole or in part) must be translated into Russian and such translation must be certified by a notary in the Russian Federation (you can order the translation in RS-CENTER separately).

Attention!  Agencies of the RF Ministry of Interior can decline your application for police clearance should the power of attorney be formalized incorrectly.

2. Legalization of power of attorney

Legal ground:  Convention on Legal Assistance and Legal Relations in Civil, Family and Criminal Cases signed on 22 January 1993 in Minsk, as well as bilateral agreements for legal assistance to which Russia is a party.

Legal ground: Convention Abolishing the Requirement of Legalization for Foreign Public Documents signed on 5 October 1961 in Hague.

Consular legalization required
The power of attorney notarized outside the RF in a country which is not included in the foregoing lists, can be accepted by the agencies of the Russian Ministry of Interior Affairs only if it has undergone consular legalization.  The final stage in such legalization process is the certification in the Russian consulate of the relevant country.

Attention! 
The power of attorney can be legalized only in the country where it has been issued.  For the avoidance of doubt, please ask the RF consulate or the competent authorities of the country where the power of attorney has been issued for clarification as to the legalization requirements.

3. Grantor
Either one individual or a group of individuals (two or more) can act as a grantor.

When a minor or an individual placed under guardianship acts as a grantor, the power of attorney must indicate that he/she is “acting upon the consent of his/her father, mother, adoptive parent or legitimate representative”.  In such case we require that scanned copies (photocopies) of the documents attesting to the kinship, guardianship or adoption is made available to us.

4. Attorney 
Three individuals mentioned in the attached sample must be specified as the attorneys so as to enable one of them to take all actions required in order to obtain police clearance in the absence of the other.  Otherwise (when only one attorney is specified) the fulfillment of the instruction may require more time. 

5. Validity term
We recommend to specify the period of three months as the validity term of the power of attorney.  Should you require the police clearance on regular basis, you may have it issued for the period of three years and just phone us to order it without paying extra costs for legalization, dispatch or notarized translation.
